Lesson Objectives:
Students Prior Knowledge:
	Students have significantly researched Climate Change and the effects it has on their world as well as other people around the world. They will be able to use this knowledge to reflect on the effects of Climate Change as well as assess how they can become active global citizens in their home, school and local community.

	· Students will be asked to take out their workbooks and open to the ‘Reflect Stage’
· The questions posed on Padlet will be answered in their book to reflect on the knowledge learnt and researched throughout the unit. Students will focus on three questions that interest them
· They will then be asked to answer the following questions based on being an active global citizen
Write down 5 things you have learnt about Climate Change, What is an Active Global Citizen?, What can you do in your home, school and community to be an Active Global Citizen to improve sustainability and the environment?

· After each student has had a turn the teacher will ask if they have any further questions regards to Climate Change
· The teacher will put these questions around the room (whiteboard/post it notes) and will investigate and help students answer these questions following the unit.

	


Assessment of Learning
	Summative Assessment
