Lesson Objectives:
Students Prior Knowledge:
	Students have an understanding of a number of skills relating to civics and citizenship.

· Use information to develop a point of view
· Distinguish facts from opinions in relation to issues of civics and citizenship
· Interact with others with respect, share views and recognise different points of view

	· The teacher will begin with a class discussion based on the information they have gathered and explored through the class symposium.
Pose the question to the class: How can you be an active global citizen?

· Allow the students to draw back on the information they have explored to construct some ideas on how their avatar can limit climate change and be an active global citizen.

	· Explain to the students that they are required to construct a concept map of their findings associated with their particular avatar.
· The students are able to be as creative as possible, they can choose to represent their poster in anyway they feel best illustrates their avatar. (collage, felt pens, photos/images).
· Explain that somewhere on the poster is must say
“I Name, of country, works as a/an occupation.
